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The Radio Sessions at SugarHill New Years' edition featuring influential
rockers Radio Birdman

(HOUSTON, TEXAS) - The Radio Sessions at SugarHill begins it's 2008 season with a live concert
recording of Sydney, Australia's legendary originators of punk, Radio Birdman. The session was
recorded by SugarHill Recording Studios Chief Engineer and long-time friend, Andy "Mort"
Bradley.  The recording spanned shows in two cities (Emo's Austin and The Meridian Houston)
during their 2007 U.S. tour. 

Radio Birdman was formed in 1974 by guitarist Deniz Tek and singer Rob Younger, amidst the
parochial Australian rock business of the time. Rounding out the original lineup were Chris
Masuak (guitar), Jim Dickson (bass), Phillip 'Pip' Hoyle (keyboards) and Russell Hopkinson
(drums). The band broke free of the the musical and political structure of the times by
fashioning themselves after the high-octane rock n' roll of U.S. bands like MC5 and The Stooges.
Despite the bands' original short-lived stint as the progenitors of punk (1974-1978), they
managed two releases, 1976's Burn My Eye EP and 1977's Radios Appear LP, and are considered
crucial to Australia's musical lineage. More importantly, the band established a DIY ethos that
manifested several self-financed and self-directed releases and tours which empowered legions
of bands to follow in their footsteps. 

After the release of Radios Appear, American label Sire (home of the Ramones) signed them to
distribute the release internationally. During the three-year gap before they released Living Eyes
in 1981, other Australian bands were quick to jump on the "punk" bandwagon and were
overshadowing any success Radio Birdman could muster, leading the band to part ways. After
their 1978 split, Tek formed the New Race with Younger, ex-Stooges guitarist Ron Asheton, and
ex-MC5 drummer Dennis Thompson; while Younger started his own band, the New Christs, and
produced records for other notable artists. Other members ended up in bands like the Lime
Spiders, Hoodoo Gurus, and Screaming Tribesmen.

In 1990, author Vivien Johnson released the definitive band biography entitled, "Radio Birdman",
and 2001 saw a resurgence of interest in the band after a "best of" compilation entitled, The
Essential Radio Birdman: 1974-1978 was released by Sub Pop. Murder City Nights: Live arrived in
2003, followed by the all-new Zeno Beach in 2006.

The band stopped by SugarHill Recording Studios for a performance and interview by longtime
friend, Andy "Mort" Bradley.

The Radio Sessions at SugarHill, broadcast monthly on KPFT 90.1 FM, was developed as a means
to introduce independent artists to the city's diverse listening audience by featuring
groundbreaking talent in an intimate studio setting. The sessions were recently named "Best
Radio Show" in the 2007 Houston Chronicle's Ultimate Houston guide.
